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Tree planting is one of the most widely celebrated and important environmental stewardship activities. At Casey 
Trees we recognize the power of tree planting and have developed a number of ways to encourage and assist 
individuals and organizations to plant and care for trees. 

Community Tree Planting and Maintenance. Casey Trees provides trees, tools and technical support for 
community groups to plant and maintain trees in DC neighborhoods. Applications for the Community Tree 
Planting (CTP) program are due June 15 and November 30 for planting in a following fall or spring season. Your 
group identifies the site, and recruits volunteers to plant and care for the trees. Each summer, Casey Trees 
supports community efforts to nurture young trees by staffing events across the District where Citizen Foresters, 
high school interns and volunteers mulch and water trees, install trunk guards and distribute tree watering bags.

Trees for Homeowners. To encourage individuals to plant and care for trees on private property, we offer two 
initiatives in cooperation with the District Department of the Environment. Design Workshops are offered each fall 
and spring for homeowners to receive technical design advice from staff, and a free shade tree for their yard.  
Tree Rebates of up to $50 are offered to individuals who purchase and plant an eligible tree in DC. 

American elm Restoration. For decades, Dutch elm disease (DED) devastated huge numbers of American 
elms across the country and here in DC. While the disease continues, disease-tolerant American elms are now 
available for planting and since 2003 Casey Trees has been working to restore this majestic and hearty native 
tree to the Nation’s Capital. 

Commemorative Tree Program. Planting trees is a special and lasting way to celebrate, commemorate and 
honor the lives and accomplishments of loved ones and colleagues. Casey Trees accepts donations for planting 
Commemorative Trees in a variety of settings throughout Washington, DC. Donations of $250 or more qualify for 
special plantings. 

Fruit Tree Initiative. Casey Trees now has limited quantities of fruit trees – including varieties of apples, pears 
and peaches – for planting by committed gardening groups and individual homeowners. We seek community 
partners with a demonstrated commitment in urban agriculture to assist in establishing experimental orchard 
plots.
